Our church, which is a product of missions 
through your giving, currently supports over sixty national missionaries and we plan 
on adding more for support. 

 
Just recently I had the privilege of leading a 

deaf man, Valdivino, to the Lord.  He was a devout 
catholic, attending one of the catholic churches that 
has a deaf ministry with quite a large number of deaf 
people attending.  I visited his home several times 
explaining the gospel, and he finally understood the 
need to trust Christ alone for salvation, not Mary or 
his good works.  He also wants to be baptized, and we 
are thrilled about that!  I have begun discipling him and his wife; please pray for their 
spiritual growth. 

 
We are getting ready to help establish another church in a neighboring city of 

nearly 500,000 people, Aparecida de Goiânia.  We are currently looking for land to 
purchase.  There are already several families in that city that are anxious to help 
establish this new church.  They have been saved, discipled, and are currently 
attending our church.  They are fruit of the deaf work, having been reached through 
their deaf relative.  Praise the Lord!  

 
We know that many are struggling financially due to the economic crisis; yet, 

the Lord has been faithful in supplying our needs.  We are grateful for faithful people 
like you who have committed to investing in eternity through mission’s giving.  Keep 
holding the ropes!
