Dear Friends,

Two opinions of our church prevail in our local area, I discovered this summer. In Au-
gust as [ was getting a haircut, Addy, the lady who cuts my hair told me about a friend
of hers who had complained about a cult across the street from her apartment. After lis-
tening to her for a few minutes Addy realized that her friend was talking about our
church. Even though she has never visited the church, Addy told the lady that she knew
my family and we were not a cult. This had happened in May, then in June when we
had our VBS, the game time was held outside. One day, as this lady was walking by and
heard the game leaders explaining to the kids that Jesus loved them. After having heard
Addy defend the church, this made an impression on her. The next time she saw Addy,
she told her that our church could not be a cult because we were telling the children that
Jesus loved them. Now if we can just get her and Addy to come to church!

A couple days after Addy told me this story, Janelle arrived at the church building to
find it covered in yellow graffiti saying, “This is a cult, leave Bulgaria.” Obviously, we
have not convinced everyone else around us we are not a cult! After that reminder that
we are in a battle for souls, we comforted ourselves with the knowledge that Satan’s op-
position is a sign that God is working.

In September we started an English service. Our aim is to reach both foreigners and
English-speaking Bulgarians. The service starts 2 hours before our Bulgarian one. We
started off with just our family and have grown to about 6 more people. Pease pray that
both of our Bulgarian and English service continue to grow.

I would also ask you to pray for a man named Steve Sollohub, who has been attending a
Bible study I lead for a couple of months now. A couple of weeks ago, he stopped in the
middle of praying to receive Christ as his Savior and told me he was not ready yet. He
has continued coming to the Bible study and has started attending the English service;
but has still not expressed readiness to accept Christ. Please pray that he will make the
right decision soon.
